Course Description: This intermediate course will continue to build on the knowledge gained in Art I and increase students' understanding of why artists create.  Students will further develop skills in additive, subtractive, and assemblage sculpture, ceramics, and visual problems solving.  Students will broaden their visual art and descriptive vocabularies as they pertain to three dimensional works.  Through individual and group inquiry and art creation students will increase their knowledge of sculpture media and techniques, art history, visual culture and the value of art in our society.  
Course Content: 3D Design uses the Va. Standards of Learning for Intermediate Art as a foundation.  For a specific definition of each of the Art SOLs please visit the Virginia Department of Education web site.
Course Schedule:

1st 9 Weeks - I Am Who I Think I Am - (Visual Representation of individual identity)

· Exploring how contemporary and historical artists have represented the portrait in three dimensions

· Understanding the power of color, shape, form and text in visual communication.

· Using art to communicate personality and individual identity through the creation of a relief portrait sculpture and a collage head.

2nd 9 Weeks - Symbolism and transformation

· Exploring how contemporary and historical artists have used symbolism to communicate personal and cultural identity.
· Exploring where ideas for art originate

· Using Assemblage sculptural techniques and illumination to create symbolic sculpture.
3rd 9 Weeks - Monuments and Memorials

· Exploring how contemporary and historical artists have used their art to memorialise an important person or event in their society.

· Exploring the purpose of monuments with in society

· Additive and subtractive sculpture

4th 9 Weeks - Power and Purpose / Messages and Meanings

· Exploring how art can serve a personal and cultural purpose.

· Exploring the power of art in society

· Mixed media techniques

Assessment: Grades will be calculates as follows

· Projects - 60%

· Art journals/sketchbook - 15%

· Tests - 10%

· Work Ethic (Participation) - 5%
