Painting Sampler Booklet:

You will create a book of different painting media and styles using your experiments.  Your book should contain pages of example of watercolor, acrylic and oil paint, a personalized cover and images from our discussions and your research of artists.  Your oil sample pages will have to be added after they dry.  This may take a while depending on how much paint and oil you use.  You watercolor pages will dry quickly and the acrylics pages will be dry the next class after you painted them.  You must complete the book pages before you start your personal painting.

Instructions:

1. Read each "Paint Media Tips Sheet" and watch each Demo Video then create your own paint sample using the techniques you observed on the video.

2. You must have one sphere (or other 3D object) painting per paint media so that you may practice using the medium to create visual dimension on the flat surface.

3. You must have one sample that has visual texture and a range of values.

4. You should have one sample that is a test for your final painting project.

5. Print out small images from the class art history file to put on the corresponding media pages.  (Watercolor artist examples, for the acrylic and oil samples you need to have examples of the different painting styles we discussed in class.  (ie. Pointillism, Impressionism, Post Impressionism, Expressionism, De Styjl, Op Art, Surrealism, Modern Art and Contemporary art.)  Make sure to label the paintings with artist, title, style.

6. You may choose any paint media to use for your book cover.

7. Your book should have at least 6 painted pages, 3 pages of images and a cover page.
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
